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About MetLife’s Trustee Investment Plan

The MetLife Trustee Investment Plan (TIP) is a single premium investment plan designed to be held in a Self Invested Personal Pension (SIPP)
or Small Self Administered Scheme (SSAS) up to the age of 75. It enables monies held in the scheme to be invested into a range of funds
and portfolios and provides the choice to select the innovative Secure Retirement Option.

Planning for Financial Freedom in Retirement

Over time, inflation and taxation can reduce the value of your money. In addition, today’s higher life expectancy rates means your
money needs to support you for longer. So, just at the time you are likely to prefer a conservative investment approach, you need to be
considering how best to generate enough money to sustain a suitable lifestyle for your retirement.

The chart below shows the fluctuations of the UK equity market over the last 20 years against a 5% to 10% growth marker. While
equities can be volatile, they significantly outperform cash and gilt investments over the long term. To benefit, you could consider an
investment that allows you to participate in equities for growth potential while protecting your money against market downturns.

Potential and Protection with the Secure Retirement Option

The MetLife Secure Retirement Option is selected by investing in one of four MetLife Secure Retirement Portfolios. It ensures that shortly
before your 75th birthday you will receive a guaranteed lump sum which is at least equal to the amount you invested (less any
withdrawals taken), regardless of market performance. It also gives you the opportunity to increase the value of your lump sum by
locking in investment gains made over time and the option to make flexible payments to your scheme from age 55.

In addition, the Secure Retirement Option provides a unique guaranteed death benefit that reflects investment growth locked in over
time. It allows you to feel confident that, in the event of your death before age 75, your beneficiaries will receive at least the value of
your initial investment in the Secure Retirement Option.

Together, the MetLife TIP and Secure Retirement Option offer you a compelling combination:
exciting potential for market gain, peace of mind from downside protection and a guaranteed death
benefit to secure the value of your legacy for your beneficiaries.

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Pre-retirement Growth and Protection

The Secure Retirement Option allows you to pursue growth for your future, secure in the knowledge
that you are guaranteed a minimum return of your initial investment even if markets fall.

Case Study

Robert is 55 and is planning on retiring in around 5 years. He has consolidated a number of savings and pension arrangements into a SIPP
worth £500,000 and now wants to grow his investment to help increase its value and offset inflation without risking his funds for retirement.

Robert invests £300,000 of his SIPP assets into the Cautious Managed Secure Retirement Portfolio, which has a maximum equity
content of 60%. This allows him to participate in equities safe in the knowledge that his initial investment is protected.

The chart below shows that the value of Robert’s investment fluctuates over time. However, the Secure Retirement Option locks in positive
market performance so his guaranteed lump sum grows over time and he receives back more than the initial amount that he invested.
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This hypothetical example assumes a £300,000 investment with no withdrawals, variable market performance, and charges for
the MetLife TIP and MetLife Cautious Managed Secure Retirement Portfolio. This example is not typical and does not represent
the returns of any specific investment. Actual results will vary.

Even when there is a sustained market fall, the Secure Retirement Option protects Robert’s money and ensures that he still receives
back the initial amount he invested, shortly before his 75th birthday.
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This hypothetical example assumes a £300,000 investment with no withdrawals, market performance of -4% each year, and
charges for the MetLife TIP and MetLife Cautious Managed Secure Retirement Portfolio. This example is not typical and does not
represent the returns of any specific investment. Actual results will vary.
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Guaranteed Income and Protection

As you move into semi or full retirement the Secure Retirement Option allows you to withdraw up to
5% of your initial investment each year to pay into a SIPP or SSAS, regardless of market performance.

When Robert reaches 60 he decides to take the maximum withdrawals of £1,250 each month. While he takes withdrawals his remaining
investments continue to pursue growth and the Secure Retirement Option continues to lock in positive performance to ensure he benefits
from the upturns. He receives back more than his initial investment as a combination of withdrawals and guaranteed lump sum.
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This hypothetical example assumes a £300,000 investment with 5% annual or £1,250 monthly withdrawals, variable market
performance, and charges for the MetLife TIP and MetLife Cautious Managed Secure Retirement Portfolio. This example is not
typical and does not represent the returns of any specific investment. Actual results will vary.

The Secure Retirement Option protects your withdrawals and guaranteed lump sum even if the
value of your investment falls to zero.

In the example below Robert begins to take withdrawals in a sustained market downturn. Although the value of his investment is zero
after 14 years, the Secure Retirement Option ensures that his withdrawals continue and that he still receives back every penny of his
initial investment through a combination of withdrawals and remaining guaranteed lump sum.
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This hypothetical example assumes a £300,000 investment with 5% annual or £1,250 monthly withdrawals, market performance
of -4% each year, and charges for the MetLife TIP and MetLife Cautious Managed Secure Retirement Portfolio. This example is not
typical and does not represent the returns of any specific investment. Actual results will vary.
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How the MetLife Secure Retirement Option Works

The Secure Account Value protects your original investment and ensures that it does not reduce in the event of a

Secure Account market downturn.

Value [tis initially set equal to 100% of the amount you first invest or switch into a Secure Retirement Portfolio. If you
are aged 50 to 54 at the time of investment it is set equal to 110%, or 125% if you are aged 49 or below.

The Secure Account Value Review increases the Secure Account Value to the current value of the Secure
Retirement Portfolio investment, if this is higher.

Secure Account
Value Review

The review takes place on every third anniversary of your investment in the Secure Retirement Portfolio.

Secure Withdrawals allow you to make payments to your scheme of up to 5% each year of your Secure Account Value
Secure that applied at age 55, or that applied when you invested in the Secure Retirement Portfolio if this was after age 55.

Wlthd rawa|s Secure Withdrawals can be made until three months before your 75th birthday and will reduce the Secure
Account Value by the sum of the payments made.

Three months before your 75th birthday the value of your investment in the Secure Retirement Portfolio is
Secure Account switched into the MetLife money market fund available at that time. If the value of your investment in the Secure
Value Payment Retirement Portfolio is less than the existing Secure Account Value, then the amount switched is enhanced by
MetLife to take it up to the value of the Secure Account Value. This amount can then be paid to your scheme.

Growth Potential and Diversification

When you choose the MetLife TIP Secure Retirement Option you can select from four Secure Retirement Portfolios matching different
risk and investment profiles. Each portfolio diversifies assets to minimise risk and volatility, and aims to generate growth and income.

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Frequently Asked Questions
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What is the minimum investment into the MetLife TIP?
The minimum initial investment is £50,000 and the minimum subsequent investment is £5,000.

Will a MetLife TIP protect all of my investment from market falls?

The Best of Breed funds, Managed Portfolios and Secure Retirement Portfolios available within the MetLife TIP all offer
potential for growth. In addition, the Secure Retirement Option accessible through each Secure Retirement Portfolio provides
protection against market falls.

What is the minimum investment into a Secure Retirement Portfolio?
The minimum investment is £25,000.

Can | switch in and out of Secure Retirement Portfolios?

You can make new or top-up investments or switch in and out of Secure Retirement Portfolios subject to the age restrictions
shown on page 4. Investments or switches made prior to the age limit will remain invested in the selected portfolio. You are
not able to switch into a Secure Retirement Portfolio if you have switched out of one in the previous six months.

Are Secure Withdrawals flexible and can | take more than 5% each year?

Secure Withdrawals are flexible and you can change their amount or frequency at any time. Whenever you take a Secure
Withdrawal, your Secure Account Value is reduced by the corresponding amount. If the sum of the withdrawals in any one
year exceeds the 5% limit, then both the Secure Account Value and the future maximum Secure Withdrawal amounts will
reduce in proportion to the amount by which the limit has been exceeded.

Can | surrender all or part of my MetLife TIP at any time?

Your MetLife TIP may be fully or partially surrendered at any time subject to any applicable early encashment charges.
Restrictions apply to the amount of a partial surrender and you should refer to the TIP Policy Terms and Conditions for full
details.

What if | die before my Secure Account Value is due to be paid?
The amount payable will be the fund value subject to a minimum of your initial investment, less any withdrawals, in the first
three years, and the Secure Account Value thereafter.

What fees and charges are involved?
We charge to provide the MetLife TIP, the associated funds and portfolios and the Secure Retirement Option. Details are
available in the MetLife TIP Schedule of Charges or from your Financial Adviser.

Contact your Financial Adviser, who will assess your circumstances and provide you with an
illustration and Key Features to help you decide if the MetLife TIP is suitable for your needs.
If we accept your application, we will issue your documents along with a notice confirming your right to cancel within 30 days.
